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The Halle Ravine of 38 acres is an exceptionally scenic preserve dominated by
a steep gorge and stream running through a majestic first growth hemlock forest.

A red maple awamp surruonds two ponds neer the main entrance. The preserve is
a haven for nimerous species of birds that feed and breed on the property. A verity

of ferns and a profusion of wild flowers enhance this idealic setting.
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
